If you are reading this, it is because 
your son/daughter recently visited our 
youth group at Bryndwr Baptist. We 
thought we would send this to you, so 
that any questions you have may be an-
swered by the contents of this newslet-
ter.
BYG is a group of 25 teenagers ranging 
from Year 9 to Year 13 and we focus on 
having fun and exploring questions 
about life in a positive and safe envi-
ronment. We have a team of leaders 
(10 in all at this stage), who help run 
the evenings, events and social oc-
casions for the group.
Tell me about BYG’s leaders.  Our 
leaders are typically at university, 
have jobs or Year 13 at school, and 
range in age from 18 to 45!!! Warren 
and Rose Grieve (Senior Leaders) 
come at the upper end of that age 
range. Rose is a Locum co-ordinator 
(placing doctors in locum positions 
around Australasia) and Warren is an 
ICT Facilitator (teaching on the use of 
information technology) at Medbury 
Boys School. 
So what are you about? Giving oppor-
tunity to youth to discuss issues that are 
relevant to them and to establish friend-
ships with a range of friends and lead-
ers who can be positive role models to 
them. Teenagers are in a period of life 
where they have a large range of new 
choices, influences and possibilities com-
ing onto their lives, and we want to help 
them understand the basis of making 
good choices.
Why is this important? Warren and 
Rose both have teenagers, and one of 

the major decisions they made was to place their 
teenagers in places and with role models that will 
give them a positive spin on life. With a suppor-
tive peer group and great friends, teenagers can 
keep an upbeat focus on life and experience the, 
“good news”.

What about keeping 
up with school exams, 
projects and home-
work? We encourage 
all our teenagers to do 
the best they can in 
their schoolwork. Part of life is learning to bal-
ance different areas of life to create a more 

rounded and mature attitude to life. If assign-
ments are getting out of hand, sure miss a 

night and get the catch-up done, but we 
are positive you see the benefit of giving 
the teenagers a chance to have ques-

tions answered and to develop an upbeat 
framework by which to live life.
